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V22 Ospreys Move Into Tension Fabric Structure

ROICC PATUXENT RIVER – A revolutionary aircraft needs an equally innovative place to call home. Faced with a short-fused requirement for more hangar space, the Patuxent River Facilities Team and J.A. Jones Management Services rose to the challenge by erecting a 29,700 square foot relocatable tension fabric structure on budget and in just four months.

“The foundation of the V22 program is the hard, honest work of its people. The project we are recognizing today is no exception,” stated Marine Col. Dan Schultz, former V22 program manager, during the August 1 ribbon cutting ceremony. “The Joint Program Office, Integrated Test Team, Public Works, Engineering Field Activity Chesapeake, and contractors all came together as one team to produce this incredible facility.”

Engineering Field Activity Chesapeake awarded the $2.9M contract to J.A. Jones in February, and the structure was turned over to the V22 team at the end of June. The gable end fabric structure is connected to the existing airfield apron, and has a life span of approximately 10 years. It holds two aircraft plus testing and maintenance equipment.

The completion of the hangar marked the end of the second phase of V22 project work being done by the Patuxent River Facilities Team. The first phase provided the team with relocatable office space, allowing members of the project team, government, and contractors to be co-located with each other at the Osprey hangars. In addition to the large tension fabric hangar, the second phase included construction of two smaller fabric structures by McGrath Construction Company. After the hangar ribbon cutting on August 1, the team broke ground on the last phase of the project - a parking lot to support the Integrated Test Team employees.
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
