A.  Pool Season Start-up.  In addition to the requirements of MIL-HDBK 1037/1, accomplish the following:

1.  Pool


a. c.  Check all light fixtures in the pool for water tightness and operation.

a.  Repaint walls and floors as required.


b.  Check light fixtures, test all ground fault circuits, and report any repair requirements.
