CONTRACT DESCRIPTION

1.
GENERAL INFORMATION

This is a multiple award requirements type contract for leasing specified vehicles for a period not to exceed 36 months at various Navy activities.  Vehicles can be ordered from one of four Schedules which are as follows: Schedule I – Automobiles-Sedans; Schedule II - Trucks, Light, Commercial-Two Wheel Driven (4x2); Schedule III - Trucks, Light, Commercial-Four Wheel Driven (4x4); and Schedule IV - Alternative Fuel Vehicles.

TERM OF CONTRACT

The contract shall continue in effect for a period of one (1) year after the date of award. 

3.
TERM OF TASK ORDERS

Original Task Orders will be issued for a minimum period of 12 months.  Each Task Order may have the lease of any vehicle extended for a period of one to 12 months, not to exceed the maximum lease period of 36 months.

4.
PLACE OF DELIVERY

Unless “Direct Vehicle Delivery” is noted on the task order, vehicles will be delivered through the manufacturer’s closest dealer to the activity within CONUS.  This is normally within ten miles of the destination; however it could be up to 35 miles in less populated areas.  The dealer will pre-service the vehicle and notify the activity when it is ready to be picked up.  The activity is responsible for transporting the vehicle from the dealer to their location within five days of notification.  If “Direct Vehicle Delivery” is indicated on the task order, the vehicle will be delivered to the activity and the activity is responsible for performing the pre-servicing.  Delivery for overseas ordering activities will be at a designated point of embarkation.

5.
TIME OF DELIVERY

The Contractor will deliver vehicles to the requested destination not later than 60 days after receipt of the Task Order(s).  The contractor will notify the ordering activity of any delays in delivery that are beyond the control of the contractor (model year buildouts, manufacturer delays in production, etc.).

1.
ELIGIBLE USERS

Any Navy activity CONUS and overseas.

2.
ORDERING OFFICERS

Only NAVFAC warranted contracting officers can place Task Orders against this contract.

3.
APPROVAL TO LEASE VEHICLES

Prior approval to lease vehicles must be obtained from the cognizant TEMC as outlined in NAVFAC P-300.

4.
FUNDING FOR LEASE VEHICLES

The monthly lease costs for both passenger and non-passenger vehicles are categorized as operating expenses and will be funded using O&MN funds.

5.
CONTROL/ISSUANCE OF TASK ORDER NUMBERS

Task Order numbers will be controlled and issued to activities by LANTNAVFAC-ENGCOM TEMC, Norfolk, Virginia.  After approval to lease has been obtained from the cognizant TEMC, a Task Order number will be issued and will be mailed/transmitted by facsimile to the requesting activity.  Upon receipt of the Task Order number, the activity will issue the Task Order(s) directly to the contractor.  Sample order for Supplies or Services (DD 1155) is provided as Attachment "A".  (Attachments "B" and "C" are provided for your use when using the option to extend/renew a lease.)

6.
VEHICLE REGISTRATION/IDENTIFICATION REQUIREMENTS FOR LEASE


VEHICLES

The registration and reporting requirements outlined in NAVFAC P-300 apply.

7.
TERMINATION OF LEASE

When it is determined that leased vehicle(s) are to be returned to the contractor, at least 30 days written notification of lease termination must be provided to the contractor with a copy to LANTNAVFACENGCOM (AQ122).  A sample lease termination notification letter is provided as Attachment "D".  
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8.
EXCESS MILEAGE CHARGES


There are no excess mileage charges on this contract.

9.
USE BY OVERSEAS ACTIVITIES

Overseas activities can utilize this contract; however, vehicle rental charges commence when the contractor delivers the vehicle to its point of embarkation.  Timely shipping to the ultimate overseas location must be considered and arranged by the requesting activity.  Additionally, the requesting activity shall be responsible for all shipping costs associated with the delivery of vehicle overseas and for return of vehicle from overseas.  The activity is responsible for all costs associated with returning the vehicle to the point of debarkation, then the Contractor shall be responsible for all costs thereafter.  Questions concerning overseas activity utilization of this contract should be directed to the appropriate TEMC.
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SPECIAL PROVISIONS

1.
SAFETY STANDARDS

Each vehicle furnished shall comply with the Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards (49 CFR 571) and applicable state safety regulations.

2.
MARKING OF LEASED VEHICLES

Activities may place non-permanent markings or decals on motor vehicles leased under this contract.  Activities shall normally use U.S. Government license plates on the front and rear of the vehicle to identify vehicles by USN registration number.

3.
OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE

Activities shall maintain each vehicle in normal operating condition.  Maintenance and service will be performed by the activity in accordance with the manufacturer's specifications.  Basic warranty repair items noted during the warranty period will be referred to an authorized dealer for resolution. Activities will furnish all gasoline, oil, and tires according to the manufacturer’s specification and shall perform any and all other maintenance or service desired which is not specifically the obligation of the Contractor. Accurate maintenance records must be maintained for each vehicle.

4.
GOVERNMENT ACCEPTANCE AND/OR REJECTION OF VEHICLES

The activity, or its agent at port of embarkation, will accept or reject vehicle(s) within two (2) work days after receipt.  If the receiving activity determines that any vehicle furnished is not in compliance with the contract, the contractor shall be notified in writing within two (2) work days with a copy to LANTNAVFACENGCOM (AQ122).  If the contractor fails to replace the vehicle or correct the defects, the government may (a) by contract, or otherwise correct the defect, or arrange for the lease of a similar vehicle and shall charge or offset against the contractor any excess costs occasioned thereby, or (b) the Government may terminate the contract under the default clause.

5.
WARRANTY

The warranty provisions are to be the manufacturers' standard warranty for new vehicles as set forth in Federal Standard 122AU and 307AF.  The contractor shall provide a suitable replacement for any vehicles having major warranty problems/repairs.  Replacement vehicles will be provided upon request at no additional cost to the activity; however, the contractor is not required to provide a replacement vehicle for the first 72 hours after notification by the activity that the vehicle is out of service.  This temporary replacement provision only applies to CONUS activities. If a vehicle is required to be replaced in lieu of repaired, then the Contractor shall be responsible for all shipping costs involved for the delivery and return of vehicles to the using activity, including foreign users. 
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6.
RETURN OF VEHICLES

At least 30 days written notice of lease termination will be given to the contractor with a copy to LANTNAVFACENGCOM (AQ122).   The contractor shall arrange to meet with the activity within 10 working days of expiration of the lease to complete a joint vehicle inspection/appraisal.  The appraisal must be completed five (5) working days prior to expiration of the lease and prior to removal from Government custody. The activity will assume full responsibility for reconditioning the vehicles, at its expense, excluding normal wear and tear as defined below.  The activity will not be responsible for damages not listed on the appraisal report.


Vehicles will be returned to the contractor's custody not later than five (5) working days 

after termination or expiration of the contract period for that vehicle.  If the vehicle is not 

returned within the five (5) working days after termination, the government will pay the contractor on a daily pro rata basis (vehicle monthly lease amount divided by the number of days in the month multiplied by the number of days that exceed the five (5) working days) for the number of days that exceed the timeframe in this paragraph.  The activity is responsible for all costs associated with returning the vehicle(s) to the contractor.


For purposes of the lease, normal wear and tear is defined as those dents, dings, paint chips, scratches, pitted but not cracked windshields, and interior wear such as soiled carpets and seats normally accrued to a motor vehicle over a period of 12 to 36 months use in both rural and metropolitan areas.  In any event, the activity's liability for reconditioning vehicles acquired as a result of this schedule shall be limited to replacement of glass and exterior trim, repair to body damage attributable to collision only, and to interior damage such as cut, torn, burnt materials, as well as mechanical repairs. 

7.
EMISSIONS CONTROLS (DOMESTIC)

Vehicles and engines shall comply with the regulations of the Environmental Protection Agency governing control of air pollution from new motor vehicles and new motor engines in effect on the date of manufacture.  California pollution control requirements shall be provided for those vehicles destined for shipment to and operation in the State of California.


Any state that adopts strict emission controls (i.e., the state of California), the cost of the emission controls will be invoiced as a separate cost and billed on a one time basis along with the first month’s billing.

MAINTENANCE MANUALS


All vehicles delivered to activities in CONUS shall contain a set of owner/operator's manuals.  Vehicles delivered to the point of exportation for further shipment outside CONUS shall also contain a set of maintenance manuals.
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9.
ACCIDENTS AND THEFT

Activities will notify the contractor within three (3) working days of accident/theft and will arrange for repairs of accident damage, including damage sustained to a stolen vehicle during the period prior to recovery.  The contractor will not be required to provide a replacement vehicle during the period the vehicle is out of service.  If the vehicle is damaged beyond repair, or not recovered within 30 days after the date of the theft, the Contractor will be reimbursed the residual value of the vehicle based on the average of the wholesale and retail price as listed in the current monthly edition of the NADA used car book at the time of the theft/accident in full satisfaction of any and all liabilities under this contract, less all monies received from the salvage or other disposition of vehicle.  Upon reimbursement for the residual value of the vehicle, the Government will be relieved of any further liability under this contract and will terminate the remainder of the lease for the vehicle by modification to the task order.  The accrued lease cost for the month in which the accident/theft occurs shall be determined on a pro rata basis for such month.

LIABILITY AND INSURANCE

The government shall be responsible for loss of or damage to:  (1) Leased vehicles, except for normal wear and tear or damage caused by the negligence of the Contractor, its agents or employees; and (2) property of third persons, or the injury or death of a third person if the government is liable for such loss, damage, injury, or death under the Federal Tort Claims Act (28 USC 2671.2680).

VEHICLE COLOR/FINISH

All vehicles shall be the manufacturers' standard exterior paint and colors.  Color will be specified by the ordering activity when the order is placed with the Contractor.

RECEIPT OF VEHICLE

It is recommended that an amendment be done to show receipt of vehicle(s) at the activity; a sample is provided as Attachment "F". 
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ORDERING OF WORK

1.
ISSUANCE OF TASK ORDERS

Task Orders will be issued directly to the contractor by the individual activities on a DD Form 1155, in the sample format provided by Attachment "A”.  It is recommended that the activity contact the contractor to verify receipt of the task order and to discuss any specific details of the equipment being ordered.

DELIVERY REQUIREMENTS

Task Orders will be issued to the contractor calling for delivery to the locations shown on each Task Order not later than 60 days after contractor's receipt of the Task Order.
