Maintain knowledge of new and proposed laws and regulations and their impact on compliance at Navy facilities.

Assess future requirements and identify solutions to address those requirements including the cost of conventional or proven innovative technologies.

c)
Coordinate the update and review of the Environmental Requirements Guidebook to maintain current guidance for activities in planning their environmental compliance program budgets.

d)
As requested, participate in the evaluation of an activity's environmental program Baseline Assessment Memorandum (BAM) including but not limited to reviewing existing Environmental Program Requirements (EPR) exhibits in ERMS or EPR Web and providing pertinent data for the EPR exhibit development.

e)
As requested, evaluate activities' environmental quality program for pollution prevention opportunities. Provide research and technical assistance implementing pollution prevention opportunities.

f)
Identify cost saving alternatives for environmental quality projects or requirements.
