Lt. Cmdr. Marshall Sykes, of Virginia Beach, was recognized for his performance as Public Works Operations Officer for Naval Support Activity (NSA) Norfolk / Regional Support Services Program Manager, where he oversaw a facilities infrastructure worth over $1 billion across seven bases in the Mid-Atlantic Region; and recently as the LANTDIV Deputy Director of Acquisition, where he had oversight of over $650 million in design, construction, base operation and contingency engineering contracts throughout the LANTDIV AOR.  He earned both bachelor and master’s degrees in materials engineering from N.C. State University and a master’s degree in civil engineering from the University of Texas.  He is a registered Professional Engineer in Virginia.
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Tim Reisch, of Chesapeake, a remedial project manager in LANTDIV’s Environmental Division, successfully fostered a synergistic relationship among federal and state regulators, the local community and local environmental groups for the clean up of the New Gosport Landfill and the Atlantic Wood Superfund site in Portsmouth.  He manages $400 million in environmental funding for several activities in Hampton Roads.  He earned a bachelor’s degree in materials engineering from Virginia Tech and a master’s degree in environmental engineering from Old Dominion.  He is a registered Professional Engineer in Virginia.
